Note: there is already a table named ‘subgroups’ in babase pending. These data have a bit different structure and include more information (e.g. subgroup memberships).  The main difference is that these record memberships and changes in memberships.
Readme file for subgrouping with memberships
Date: 14 May 2015
Summary: Two tables that link information on timing of observed subgroups to memberships of each observed subgroup. The entered data is not based on estimations of all details of actually occurred subgrouping dynamics. Instead the main aim was to recover the actually occurred observations of subgroups. Specifically subgroups and their memberships are only entered for the actually observed subgroup, i.e. the subgroup where the observers were at a given point in time. 

Table: SUBGROUPS_OBSERVED
Notes: This table lists all entered observed subgroups. Each such observation is characterized by the data, start and stop time of the observation. It is not distinguished whether at the start time the observers arrived at an existing subgroup or whether the subgroup formed at this time. The same issue exists for stop times. Nevertheless, this information can be inferred by comparing start and stop times to observation times in the swerb table (note actual fissions and fusions never coincided exactly with beginning or end of observations).
Note that the formation and ending of subgroups could not only occur due to fissons of the whole group and fusions of all existing subgroups. In addition, any changes in subgroup memberships were treated as the end of the current subgroup (with previous membership) and the beginning of the next subgroup (with new membership). For instance, this case occurred if a single individual left or joined the observed subgroup. This approach allowed documenting all temporal changes in subgroup composition.
Additional information indicates whether this subgroup was a (likely or known) sleeping subgroup either in the morning or in the evening. Furthermore an additional column provides information on the (known or estimated) total number of subgroups that existed at this time.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The column sub_group_id allows connecting this table to the SUBGROUPS_MEMBERS table.

Table: SUBGROUPS_MEMBERS
Notes: This table contains information on recorded memberships of observed subgroups. Each entry in this table relates a sub_group_id to the sname of an individual that was observed in this subgroup. This means for a given subgroup with n observed members there are n entries in this table. Note that entered membership information might be incomplete, e.g. in case some individuals that were present were not observed.
If membership of an observed subgroup was not recorded (or notes were not sufficiently clear) then membership information for this subgroup is given by a single line where the sname is NULL. Note that this entry does not allow any inferences about the size of the subgroup.
