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· If you plan to use the Wiki to share information, you will need to be added as a BabaseWikiEditor by one of the BabaseWikiAdmins.

· To add new pages: 
· Edit(Text) on “MyStartingPage” 
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· Add new Header (if applicable)

· Add new page link under Header (save changes with comments)

· Edit new page (by clicking on link from “MyStartingPage”)
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· Sharing Documents, Files, etc

· Share as an Attachment
· After adding a brief description of new page using text editor, use attachment link on the new page to upload desired files.

· Share as Interactive Wiki Document

· Copy/Paste Existing Document into the Text Editor of the newly created page
